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The Chinese Language Flagship Program Represents
a New Model of Advanced Chinese Language Education

[Abstract ] The Language Flagship Program is the new model of language education
created by the U. S Federal Government in the U. S. Each program is making its own curriculum
and follows proficiency based language teaching. The teaching of the Chinese Flagship Program
can be summarized as transitioning from sentence to paragraph in the lower lever, and from
paragraph to discourse in the upper level. The teacher talks less, but practices more in class.
Grammar teaching is focused more on pattern drills, consistently correcting errors in
pronunciation and grammar. Domain Chinese courses and formal written language are the focus
of the upper level teaching. In addition to the classroom teaching, Chinese Language Flagship
Program has strict assessment system and proficiency goal for each level. There are one-on-one
tutoring and summer study abroad as well as the last year’s Capstone, which includes taking
major courses in Chinese with the Chinese students and doing internship in China. Through the

high level, systematic and rigorous training, the students will achieve the proficiency goal and
