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An Analysis of the “V+F+N” Structure from the
Perspective of Teaching Chinese as a Second Language

[Abstract] “Verb+ T + Noun” is an old Chinese sentence structure. According to
traditional analysis, the preposition “F” and the object N are combined to serve the complement
of the verb, while according to modern linguistic theory, a part of F is served together with the
verb as a word, and the object N is the verb for “V+ F”. This standpoint is also used in the
textbooks of Teaching Chinese as a Second Language. With the wish that the learners can better
use this sentence form, this paper sorts out three categories, including the combination of verb
and preposition, verb bounding with object and word.
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
