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[Abstract] Film course is designed to strengthen students’ fundamental understanding of
the Chinese contemporary society and culture, as well as equip students with content-based
instruction to enhance their language acquisition. Chinese Through Filmn is a textbook that I am
working on for Chinese learners ranging from intermediate level to advanced level. The book
consists of 8 different movies that are carefully chosen to portray as best as possible the
contemporary lives of the Chinese people. All of these movies were highly successful box office
hits in China and are currently available on DVD. It centers on A World without Thieves, one of
eight movies from the textbook, which was designed for upper division Chinese language and
culture classes. As a sample movie chapter, it consists four sections: pre-viewing, viewing, post-
viewing and peer-reviewing essay writing that foster cultural values, vocabulary enhancement,
role-play activities, essay— writing and critical thinking skills.
