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[Abstract] While it is quite important to handle well the relationships on
the Chinese class, this paper focuses on four relationships in kindergarten
instruction in America—language teacher and students; students and students;
language teacher and homeroom teacher; language teacher and assistant. After
demonstrating the importance of the four relationships, this paper puts forward
several methods to improve them in class so that language teachers can articulate
their lesson in an efficient way, which in turn increases and maintains the
children’s interest in Chinese.
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
